Vacation Ownership Still Drawing Investors Despite Economy
Family Connection, Sense of Place Attract Owners to Steinhatchee Landing Resort
STEINHATCHEE, Fla. (November 18, 2009) – Steinhatchee Landing Resort, a picturesque riverside retreat in north Central Florida, features 67 individually-owned cottages, 44 of which are available as vacation rentals.  Located on 35 acres along the Steinhatchee River, just three miles upstream from the Gulf of Mexico, the resort was founded by developer R. Dean Fowler, a native Georgian and longtime fishing fan of the Steinhatchee area.  Steinhatchee Landing Resort grew from Fowler’s personal vision of a resort where families – not just anglers – could travel to vacation and enjoy this natural slice of Old Florida.  

“My family and I have been spending our Thanksgivings at Steinhatchee Landing for more than a decade now,” said James Boutzoukas, Steinhatchee Landing Resort property owner.  “We enjoy the hunting in this part of Florida, but more importantly the time spent with family away from the hustle and bustle of our daily lives.  And just last year, my wife and I were fortunate enough to build our own home here.  While we do rent it out throughout the year, we reserve plenty of time for ourselves to enjoy all that the Landing has to offer.  It made sense to invest in the community that we’ve called a second home for so long.”  
Founded in 1990, Steinhatchee Landing Resort grew slowly, with Fowler building and owning many of the cottages himself.  As he began to sell lots to interested buyers, Fowler maintained some control of site plans so that each home met certain architectural standards, and to preserve as much of the existing landscape as possible.  Currently, the resort is home to 80 families including Jane and Mike McCullagh who visited Steinhatchee Landing one night in 2004.   They had driven from their home in Santa Barbara, Ca., across the country to spend a few months enjoying their previous home state. 

"When we drove into The Landing we were enchanted with the turn-of-the-last-century architecture, the lush woodland setting and the beautiful Steinhatchee River,” said Jane McCullagh.   “We had just sold a vacation home in Mexico and hadn't planned on another one, but before our heads hit the pillows that night we decided to build a house here.  We wanted to be a part of this project."
In nearly 25 years, Fowler has created a resort infrastructure popular with individuals, couples, families, multiple generations, groups and wedding parties.  The resort includes a Welcome Center that serves daily complimentary continental breakfast; and a conference center and adjoining Magnolia Room that accommodates groups up to 125.  Dancing Waters’ Chapel, a gothic structure that stands tall amid the moss-draped oaks and towering pines, plays host to destination weddings throughout the year.  And the Landing also offers numerous recreational opportunities, including a 55-foot outdoor swimming pool and pavilion area, complete with a three-person swim spa and sauna, fitness center and children’s playground.  Other amenities include tennis, croquet, basketball, cycling, paddling, fishing, and boating.  For those visitors wanting to keep things simple, the Landing’s acres of native landscape lend itself to the property’s other “guests,” including donkeys, goats, roosters and fish found in the Koi Pond behind the Georgian Cottage.  Many guests end the day by watching the sun set over the Gulf, followed by roasting s’mores or toasting with friends around the fire pit.
